Horizontal calibration check

¢ Find a room with a minimum 5m (16°) width

¢ Turn on both horizontal and vertical lines

* Place LT20 near one of the walls (Fig.1.)

¢ Mark horizontal line on near wall A

¢ Rotate the LT20 and mark horizontal wall B.

* Move tripod to location near the other wall (Fig 2)

* Align LT20 so that horizontal line is aligned directly on point B

¢ Rotate the LT20 and mark the horizontal line above/below on on Point A.
Call this C.

* The difference between A and C is the accuracy of 2x the distance between
the walls

* Example. Distance between the walls is 5m (16°) and distance between A
and C is 3mm (1/8”), then accuracy is 3mm at 10m (1.8” at 32 ft).
